Anatomy and physiology for Complementary Therapies - The
aim of this unit is to develop your knowledge and
understanding of anatomy, physiology and pathology.  

Provide Aromatherapy for Complementary Therapies - The
aim of this unit is to develop your knowledge, understanding
and practical skills in carrying out aromatherapy treatments,
using the techniques of blending essences and fixed carrier
oils. As part of this unit you will learn in detail 19 carrier oils
and 42 essential oils to enable you to develop bespoke
treatment plans.

These skills combined will give you the enthusiasm to work in
a rapidly growing industry, for yourself or in a health care
setting.
